Apr. 14: Middle School Sports Day

The Middle School Sports Day took place this year
on Wednesday, April 14, at the Inokashira Park
Grounds.

Inokashira Park is located south of Kichijoji Station
and covers an area of approximately 380,000 square
meters (approximately 94 acres). It originally was
the private preserve of the Shogunate, but was bought
up by Tokyo Prefecture, as it was then known, at the
time of the Meiji Restoration. Subsequently, in
1889, the park became the private preserve of the
then Imperial Household Ministry (now called the
Imperial Household Agency). In 1913 the area was
handed over to the City of Tokyo as a grant, and in
1917, it was opened to the public.

Apr. 16: Kindergarten Fun Day

Today, Friday, April 16, the annual Kindergarten Fun
Day, a joint activity of the Meguro and Suginami
campuses, is scheduled to take place at the Central
Ground of Yoyogi Park from 10:00 a. m. to around
